Chairman Stansley requested a motion to enter Executive Session to discuss the employment of a public employee and to review negotiations.  The motion was received, seconded and approved by the Board members present.  A roll call vote was taken:  Mr. Ashley, yes; Dr. Brady, yes; Mr. Fall, yes; Ms. Gilmore, yes; Mr. Huey, yes; Dr. Hussain, yes; Mr. Koester, yes; Judge McQuade, yes; Ms. Palmer, yes; Ms. Summons, yes; Mr. Szuch, yes; Mr. Stansley, yes; and, Ms. Thompson, yes.  After discussions, the Board voted to exit Executive Session.

Chairman Stansley requested a motion to ratify the tentative agreement with the UT Chapter of the American Association of University Professors (AAUP).  A motion was received, seconded and unanimously approved by all Board members present.  

President Jacobs thanked the UT negotiating team, AAUP leadership, AAUP negotiating team and the faculty at large for bargaining in good faith and building relationships with the administration.  He further stated that all this is reflected in an excellent tentative agreement.  
Chairman Stansley also expressed his gratitude and thanks to everyone involved in reaching this tentative agreement.

Under the terms of the contract, which would expire June 30, 2011, faculty members would receive a 3% across-the-board increase retroactive to July 1, 2007, with incremental across-the-board increases each subsequent year.  Additionally, dollars would be allocated for merit-based distribution.  A 2% increase would also take effect January 1, 2009, to offset an anticipated increase in health care costs.  The membership of the AAUP is expected to vote on the agreement some time this month.
There being no further business before the Board, Chairman Stansley adjourned the meeting at 12:45 p.m.
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
